Thank you for your decision to serve the Lord here at Calvary Chapel. 

The desire to serve is a natural and proper response to the work of Christ within you.  Where to 
serve becomes the big question.  This Ministry Questionnaire has been designed to help us to 
get to know  you better and to assist you in determining your place in the Body of  Christ.  Each 
of us has a unique blend of, talents, traits, gifts, and past experiences that God will use to 
accomplish His work. 

The Apostle Paul uses the “body” as a metaphor to describe how  the local church should 
function.  Each one of us is a unique part of  the body of Christ, and just like our human bodies 
each part has a specific purpose. One thing we are attempting to avoid is having you serve in 
an area of  ministry for which you are not designed.  It would be much like filling the position of  a 
kneecap with an elbow  and trying to “make” it work. Though it may get the job done, it will be at 
the personal expense of the elbow  and will affect the maximum efficiency of the entire body.   
One of the main reasons for “burnout” in ministry is the lack of a proper “fit.”  Taking your time to 
fill out the Ministry Questionnaire will reduce the chances of placing you in the wrong area of 
ministry and maximize the potential for you to experience one of  the greatest joys you’ll ever 
know - being used by God in the capacity for which you were designed.

You might be surprised to see a background consent and waiver among the forms, which we 
have asked you to complete.  Please let me encourage you not to let this form intimidate you.  
Because many of the areas of  ministry involve children, elderly, handicapped and other groups 
which require these background checks, we have found it necessary to have all ministry 
volunteers screened since so many times we have need to call upon one area of  ministry for 
help in another.  Trust God and He will prove faithful in placing you exactly into the area for 
which He designed you in the Body of Christ.

Ephesians 2 tells us that we are God’s workmanship created in Christ Jesus for good works, 
which He planned for us before the foundations of  the earth.  Enjoy the excitement and 
challenge of  this truth as you complete the enclosed Ministry Questionnaire and find the destiny 
of your mission for God.  Then, have a blast serving with all your heart.

HOW CAN I GET INVOLVED?
The Calvary Chapel  Brentwood Servant’s Requirements form is on Page 2 of this Questionnaire. The Servant’s 
Requirements form lists the appropriate steps that are important to serve in a particular ministry. To get a better 
understanding of the different ministries and where your gifts and talents can be properly utilized, please pick up a 
Ministry Opportunity form at the Information Table. The Ministry Opportunity form has the ministry descriptions and the 
Servant’s Requirements has the criteria needed to serve in a particular ministry. Please review the Servant’s 
Requirements form so that you have an understanding of what level requirements you need to complete.

Steps to getting involved at Calvary Chapel Brentwood:
1. Contact the overseer to verify whether or not there is a current need for volunteers and what specific 

requirements are needed to serve in the ministry. (See Servant’s Requirements Form attached.)
2. Review the Servant’s Requirements and the Ministry Opportunities, determine what level of requirements 

are required for the particular ministry in which you want to serve.
3. Review the Statement of Faith of Calvary Chapel located on Page 3.  If there is anything that you do not 

agree with, before you proceed to fill out the questionnaire, please make an appointment to speak to the 
overseer, minister or pastor to discuss these differences. Can two walk together, unless they are 
agreed? (Amos 3:3)  If you agree with the Statement of Faith and have completed the prerequisites, 
please continue by filling out the questionnaire. 

4. If Level I and/or Level II requirements are needed please complete only SECTION 1.  If Level III and/or 
Level IV requirements are needed, please complete all of SECTION 1 and SECTION 2.

5. Attach a recent and clear photograph to this questionnaire, preferably NOT a driver’s license. This is 
required for anyone who wants to serve, whether a Level I, II, III, or IV.  

6. Lastly, return the completed questionnaire to the Information Table “Attention Administration.” 

**NOTICE**
If you are filling out this form to serve in the Convalescent Ministry, Children’s Ministry, Youth Ministry, or any other 
ministry that involves the elderly or minors, you will be asked to sign an additional Tennessee Department of Law 
Enforcement (TDLE) waiver form for a national criminal  background check.  This screening will also require you to submit 
your fingerprints to TDLE.  Both the fingerprints and the waiver form will  be obtained at a later stage in the interview 
process.
